
Parsley Hay

Journey along former railway lines and the 
Pennine Bridleway taking in the scenery of 
the White Peak with refreshments, picnic 
opportunities and cycle hire.

Access For All Route:

Turn left along the trail in front of the cycle hire centre.

Pass a bridge and bollards and keep right when the 
trail forks.

Continue through cuttings and along embankments 

until reaching the signal box at Hartington Station, and 
then Ruby Wood.

Alternative:

Start at Hartington Station for a shorter route to Ruby 
Wood (800m) or for reversing the route to Parsley 
Hay.
